There are memories
of love, moments of fun and things that made
them proud, as well as memories of grief and
loss and misfortunes. People told Charlotte
Mdller these stories when she worked as a
carer in an old people’s home. Now she has
committed them to paper with illustrations
so that the stories will not fade into obscurity
after the teller has died.
